Dear Parent/Guardian and youth:

Thank you so much for encouraging your child(ren) to be a part of Faith FACTOR Youth Service Week! Please read the following information carefully with your youth, and if you have any questions or concerns, please contact Carolyn before July 13th.

· Each morning, we will begin at 8:00AM here at St. Thomas More with an Opening Program. This year, we have a guest MC who will be leading it (Drew Mulloy)! Each afternoon, we will return to St. Thomas More for reflection on the day and Closing Prayer until 4PM. It is important to be there for the entire day to experience the full meaning of Faith FACTOR (Fox Valley youth joining together to serve our community, live the Eucharist, and learn about Catholic Social Teachings).

· Dress should be casual, but modest. No cut-offs, short shorts, or open-toed shoes (flip flops, sandals…). You may be working outside, so you should bring a hat and sun block. T-shirts will be handed out on Tuesday and you will wear it to your worksite each day.
· Please bring a pair of pants each day as many sites require you to wear pants.

· Please bring a bag lunch to eat each day. You will also receive a water bottle the first day – please be sure to bring it daily and to drink plenty of fluids throughout the day.  

· We will be serving at a wide variety of places throughout the week. We told the organizations that we will do whatever they need us to do. Sometimes the work may seem “meaningless,” or messy, or boring, but we need to be open to what they need. Sometimes the organizations do not have the time to organize their shelves or weed the yard because they are too busy taking care of clients. We are the hands of Christ this week, and we will help in whatever way we can to take care of His people 

· This year our special donation will be our local Habitat for Humanity. We will also be beuilding picnic tables for their new homes as one of our work sites. 
· Please be respectful of the places and people you are serving, as well as the chaperones and staff during your week at Faith FACTOR. 

· On Thursday, families are invited and are strongly encouraged to attend both the Closing Liturgy at 4PM and a sit-down catered dinner to follow. We have a signup form enclosed that we need back on Tuesday so we can give the caterer an accurate count. Please consider volunteering to help at the Closing Liturgy. You could sing in the choir, read a reading or petitions, or be a Mass Server. It is always a special way to finish the service week! We will show a slide show of photos from the week at supper
